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Managed Care Waiver (1915 b/c) Information

North Carolina is planning for statewide expansion of the 1915(b)/(c) managed care waiver which is G

urrenty

in operation in the Piedmont Behavioral Health (PBH) area. This represents the most significant change in

management and delivery of communritgsed services since mental health reform began in 2001. Prop
for managed care are moving very quickly through the General Assembly and the North Carolina Def
of Health and Human Services is currently accepting applications for additional waiver siggimple-
menting their waivers by July of 2013.

At its most basic, funding from state and federal sources, including funds that would be utilized for ins
tional and hospital care, are pooled together and the management entity is paid a per member per mq
(PMPM) rate to deliver services and supports. The incentive is to keep people "well" and out of more
sive care because those funds are retained and can be used to expand available services. Individualg
lectual and/or developmental disabilities (I/DD), includingdism spectrurdisorder, have lifdong conditiong
which need quality habilitative services and supports that build and maintain skills needed for maximu
pendence. This is different from persons with mental iliness and addiction in a "recovery model" focug
prevention and intervention to promote recovery. People with autism and I/DD do not recover; they g4
maintain skills though habilitative supports.

The Autism Society of North Carolina has a number of concerns about the managed care waiver pro-
posal, as well as parts we think would be a positive change for individuals on the autism spectrum. The
current proposals would eliminate independent case management, would use resource allocation, an
have the unintended effect of changing corporate guardianship. The bill would hopefully expand acce
services by asking that the waiver be designed to serve the maximum number of people within aggre
ing and calls for renvestment of at least 15% of savings from the waiver back into additional services
supportsWe encourage self-advocates, families, and those concerned about individual son the autism
spectrum to learn more about the proposed managed care waiver and contact your legislators with your
thoughts, concerns, and advice.
