Our families have already suffered the triple impact of:

1. State and federal funding reductions

2. Increases in the number of new people in need of services and supports

3. Reduced ability to access other funding sources such as fundraising or credit mar kets.
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An open letter to the members and friends of ASNC-MCC.

In 1997, Autism Services of Mecklenburg County, Inc. (ASMC) started its Community Services (CS) program
to provide CAP/MR and State funded services for children and adults living at home. Although the program
never grew much beyond 25 or 30 consumers, there was rarely any turnover among families or staff.

Unfortunately, this small program was only marginally profitable. As the cost of providing services rose and
Medicaid reimbursement was cut, losses began to mount. At first we used reserve funds from other programs
to offset the losses. As things got worse, we had to cut pay for CS staff and reduce benefits agency wide. To

their great credit, our CS staff remained loyal to the families they worked with and to ASMC.

Nevertheless, by November 2010, we had no choice but close the CS program. Families and staff were told
that services would end by January 31, 2011. To the best of our knowledge, all of the families and staff found
services and employment with other providers, and we sincerely wish them the best.

As a consequence of closing Community Services, we lost several positions that were essential to planning
and conducting the Summer Camp program for autistic children that we have had for the past six years. In ad-
dition, our Resource Development Coordinator, who recruited volunteers, solicited donations, and helped plan
Camp activities had resigned in September. Without these positions or the financial resources to hire new peo-
ple, we were forced to cancel the Summer Camp program for 2011.

However, in February 2011, ASMC began a concerted effort to raise funds to reopen the Summer Camp in
2012, improve our existing day activity and vocational services, and to develop new and innovative programs
to meet the needs of children and adults with Autism, Traumatic Brain Injury, and other Intellectual and De-
velopmental Disabilities.

We appreciate the support that we have received over the years from ASNC and ASNC-MCC, and hope to
continue to collaborate whenever possible.
